The beauty of Long Island’s North Shore landscape, the vineyards, horses 
and people should serve as interesting subject material. !
The tickets are $135 per person, are non-refundable, and include a light breakfast, wine tasting at each vineyard and a  
sumptuous gourmet luncheon. Once payment is received you will receive a confirmation letter with additional details. Checks 
should be made out to Old Field Farm, Ltd.  Hilltoppers, relatives and friends who would simply like to attend the lunch may 
do so for $85. !
